Admission requirements:

1.) Candidates must meet all Graduate School admission requirements and have an undergraduate GPA of 2.8.  

2.) Candidates must submit evidence that they have passed the Communication and Literacy test of the Massachusetts Tests for Educator Licensure (MTEL).  
Program requirements:

Through advisor, undertake appropriate coursework and activities including the following:
3.) Candidates must complete GRPP 501, Graduate Planning (1 credit) and SPED 202 or SPED 510 (or equivalent), an introductory class in special education.

4.) Candidates must complete SPED 402, Children with Reading Disabilities (or equivalent) prior to enrollment in SPED 524.

5.) Candidates must have completed an appropriate developmental psychology course.
6.) Candidates must submit evidence that they have passed the MTEL Test of General Curriculum prior to the practicum experience.

Note:  Candidates who have enrolled in appropriate coursework prior to admission are limited in the number of credits that can be applied to their degree.  Therefore, students are urged to complete the application for graduate admissions as soon as possible.  For details regarding transfer credit consult the college catalog.
