The receipt of a Program Development Grant in spring 2007 permitted us to begin an online tutorial in information literacy in response to the new Core Curriculum, which spells out information literacy as a major outcome for students.
Following a lesson on using Captivate software with Mr. Eric LePage and Mr. Tim Wenson we began working on creating tutorials and an Information Literacy webpage in May 2007. We encountered some technical difficulties with the Captivate software, some of which remain unresolved. Nevertheless, two tutorials on using library resources - one on using Webster and one on using Ebsco databases for finding periodical literature - were created using the software. We are already facing editing what we thought were complete tutorials as the library webpage was changed since they were created. 
A photo tour of the library’s first floor was created using MovieMaker and we resolved one copyright issue involving the musical score used with the tour.

We downloaded Hot Potatoes software for generating quizzes and created three exercises, Library of Congress Call Numbers-Easy, Library of Congress Call Numbers-Challenging, and a true/false quiz on proper citation use, which will be accessible on the Information Literacy webpage. 

We have created an outline for the Information Literacy webpage, which will include the tutorials, quizzes, Information Literacy Standards, information regarding information literacy at BSC, and podcasts previously created by Ms. Brown. We have met with our Systems Librarian, Ms. Sheau-Hwang Chang, to discuss how to post the page and tutorials and she is working with us to expedite posting, which we hope to have completed in the next few weeks. We will advise you when the website is ready.
Additionally, we worked with Dr. Rita Miller, Associate Dean of Arts & Sciences to discuss how students who have not taken the LIBR 102 course by this fall can be assessed. We have set up a space in Blackboard which will have external and internal tutorials and a quiz modified from the LIBR course that Ms. Brown previously taught.

Through this process we have learned that the creation and editing of tutorials is a much longer process than we originally thought. Working in Fireworks and Captivate were each multi-step processes and work in each had to be revised many times.
