Waivers of Evening Course Charges
The following statement appears in the college catalog: “Students enrolled in evening courses will be charged all tuition and fees associated with the cost to provide the evening programs.”  Courses that begin at 4:00 P.M. or after or meet on the weekend are considered “evening courses” for billing purposes.

If you are taking an evening course and are registered for more than twelve (12) credit hours, you will see additional charges on your account.  If that evening course is a specific course, e.g., EDHM335, that is required by your major or minor, you may file an appeal for a waiver of any additional charges you have incurred as a result of that course.  If a waiver is approved, your account will be adjusted after the drop/add period for that semester.

You should file an appeal if your situation meets the following criteria:

· You are registered for more than twelve (12) credit hours.

· Your evening course is a specific course required by your major or minor and does not have a day section or sections.

· Your evening course is not a topics course or an elective course.

· You are registered for more than fifteen (15) credit hours, and you are taking another evening course which is not a specific course required by your major or minor.

· You are a senior in your final semester and are registered for the evening section of a required course for your major or minor that has day sections that are full at the beginning of that final semester.
