GUIDELINES FOR ENGLISH MAJORS
Requirements for the Major:
1. A grade of C or better in EN 101 and EN 102.
2. 36 credits in English. EN 101, EN 102 and EN 199 do not count towards the major.
3. 200 level foundation courses. There are three; together, they are meant to provide the key writing and reading skills for the major, along with a broad familiarity with the span of literature in English from the medieval period to the present. They should be taken before taking upper-level (300) literature courses. They are:
a. EN 203: Writing about Literature;
b. EN 223: Survey of British Literature to 1800;
c. EN 234: Survey of American Literature.
4. 300 level area requirements. Take three courses at the upper level in the three following areas: one each in British literature to 1800, British literature since 1800, and American literature. There are a list of approved courses on the advising sheet (blue); be aware that topics courses (399) may fulfill these areas with the department chair’s permission. 
5. Electives. Choose 5 elective courses in English. Any course at the 200-level or above will fulfill this requirement, including the Internship in English. At least two of the electives must be at the 300 level or above, in order to ensure that half your coursework in the major is at the upper level.
6. Senior Seminar. This course is designed to be the capstone of your English major, where you work closely with your peers as you explore an author or topic in depth. It culminates in the seminar paper, a major scholarly essay. 
7. No more than one passing grade below a C- will count towards the English major.
Writing Concentration:
1. The writing concentration allows a student to focus on the craft and theory of writing. Students choosing the concentration must fulfill the requirements of the regular English major, along with three writing electives (listed on the blue advising sheet) and the writing capstone course, EN 489: Advanced Portfolio Workshop. 
English Education Concentration:
1. Students seeking a state license to teach middle or high school English need to choose the English Education concentration. The concentration (see the golden advising sheet) will fulfill the regular English major requirements along with state and national requirements for secondary English teaching. Students will also need to minor in Secondary Education. 
Double majors in Early Childhood and Elementary Education
1. Students with these double majors will need to fulfill the regular English major requirements, NOT the English Education concentration. Because much of the coursework for Early Childhood and Elementary Education takes place in a block prior to student teaching, double majors should work quickly to meet the English requirements before senior year.
2. Elementary Education majors must have English coursework in American, British and World literatures. Non-English majors may take EN 254: Literature for Elementary Education. Double majors in English do NOT need to take EN 254; they should choose a course in world literature (EN 211, 253, 255, 377, 497 or an appropriate topics course) to meet this requirement.
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
