SCWK India Study Tour (  3 Cr.)

Bridgewater State College

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Prerequisites : Consent of Instructor. Recommended any one of the following social work, sociology, anthropology, or behavioral or social science course.

Inclusive dates: ca: JANUARY 2ND TO 17TH.
Description: This two and half week study tour to India is designed to acquaint American students with about the Indian History, Society and culture  and help them understand how Indians have dealt with problems and issues that are frequently similar to those that face the Americans however diverse they may be.  This course is appropriate for students in all academic majors. No former knowledge of India is required. Students will be required to have an open mind to learn about life in India, Indian Social System, and the socio-economic status of Indian people .Students will investigate Indian Culture and society and the social problems through site visits, artistic performances, and discussions with local citizens, expert lectures and various scheduled and impromptu activities. Students will meet faculty and students from the following institutions Madras Christian College, Fatima College (South India) Carmel College, (Kerala). There will be a research paper requirement based on the student’s interest area in order to complete the course.

Learning Objectives: Students will be introduced to aspects of Indian social-cultural system. They will be introduced to the India as Democratic Socialistic Welfare State in two 3 hour sessions to be scheduled in November and December, 2005. Students will also be briefed prior to traveling on legal, ethical, and travel requirements pertinent to travel in India. Readings will be assigned to complement pre-study tour classroom discussions and study tour activities.

Tour Outline:  We will visit the cities of Chennai, Trichy/ Tanjore, Madurai, Kodiaknal, Kanyakumari, Kovalam, Ernakulam, Cochin, Combitore, Mysore and Bangalore. We will also visit the various schools/ universities mention above, the temples of India, the museums the family life institute and other important community centers. We will meet with local leaders as well as community representatives and town people.
Topical Objectives:  The  Fifteen day India Study tour will introduce students to several dimensions of Indian Society and culture: The Indian economy and political organization ( site visit to a Factory, Rural Villages, Rural Farms, Indian Village administrative/judicial system,  Police Administrative office.) ; health care and alternative medicines ( Medical tourism, Arya vedam, Yoga and mediations centers.);  Education ( University of Madras, visit to pre-school, primary or secondary school, Governmental schools); Arts (Art Museum,  Indian classical dance concerts, Indian Harvest Festival  and other performances.); Neighborhood life; the status of Women, the caste system, the taboos areas, racial/ethnic classes and the institutionalized and non-institutionalized older adults.
