For the most part, these changes aim at implementing the policy change approved by the GEC in 0809-G076, which imposed the policy that two of the three already-required one-credit modules be in the area of information management, technology applications and policy, consistent with accreditation standards.  The new course description and minor modification to the title also reflect current practice; we don’t necessarily rotate the same six topics, as suggested by the old language, and these are skill-building intensive trainings.  We’re also changing the prerequisites to make more sense.  Since a non-matriculated student has not been assigned an advisor, “consent” for a non-matriculated student should come from the graduate program coordinator.																																																																														
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
