**Students would meet with their advisor to plan their fieldwork experience.  Students pursuing a LMHC and a license as a School Social Worker/School Adjustment Counselor must complete a minimum of 450 hours of fieldwork at a mental health site and 450 hours at a school-based site mental health site. Students may work 10-40 hours per 15 week semester and will register for 3 credits for each 150 hours of fieldwork they will complete that semester: 10 hours per week/150 total hours = 3 credits; 20 hours per week/300 total hours = 6 credits; 30 hours per week/450 total hours = 9 credits; 40 hours per week/600 total hours = 12 credits. Students must attend a clinical seminar each semester they are involved in field experience and must attend a minimum of three total seminars.

Comprehensive Examinations


Written comprehensive examinations are administered in November and March. The examination, which requires integrat�ing theory and practice in the student’s matriculated counselor education program, is taken during the student’s fieldwork experience. Previous examinations are on the various counseling programs Blackboard sites.





Language to be added:


Culminating Experience


As part of the graduation requirement in the department, students are expected to complete a Capstone Experience which is overseen by members of the Counselor Education faculty. The Capstone Experience focuses on students’ ability to integrate counseling and development theory into direct practice. Through the capstone experience, students will demonstrate the counseling competencies that align with current CACREP standards (Council for the Accreditation of Counseling and Related Educational Programs), as well as standards that align within respective programs of study. Students will have the choice of (a) a master’s thesis, (b) taking the CPCE Exam (Counselor Preparation Comprehensive Examination), or (c) a Professional Portfolio. Students completing a master’s thesis must follow the guidelines established by the School of Graduate Studies. Students who are considering pursuing future doctoral studies are especially encouraged to select the master’s thesis option. 


Students who do not successfully pass their capstone experience have one additional time to retake the exam or provide a revision of the portfolio or thesis project pending successful completion of a remediation plan with a faculty advisor. 








The Department of Counselor Education is phasing out the traditional Comprehensive Examination essay question format. The counselor education faculty recognize the diverse learning styles of our graduate students and believe it is pedagogically sound to offer multiple forms of culminating experiences that best fit students’ academic program and learning needs. Students will have three options to choose from regarding completion of a Culminating Experience: (a) a master’s thesis, (b) taking the CPCE – the national counselor education comprehensive exam administered by the National Board of Certified Counselors), or (c) a professional portfolio. We would like to remove the current language referencing Comprehensive Exams to a more inclusive Culminating Experience. The option of the CPCE exam and the master’s thesis option will go into effect immediately. The final phase of the Professional Portfolio option will go into effect Fall 2010. 
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
