The faculty in the Department of Social Work voted to not require MSW students to take SCWK 570.  Rather than taking SCWK 570, the faculty voted to have students take an additional 3 credit elective [SCWK 580 or an equivalent course in another department].  MSW students would be required to have 9 credits of electives to graduate from the BSC MSW program. The total number of credits to complete the MSW degree will remain the same.





This change will provide students with the opportunity to take an additional course in an area of their specialization.
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
