Current Criteria for “Clear Admit”:


3.0 overall gpa based on four years of course work for the undergraduate degree 


Composite score of >900 on the quantitative and verbal parts of the GRE’s


Three letters of recommendation; at least two from professors


Completion of prerequisite classes of: Introduction to Athletic Training (including taping, bracing, and protective equipment), Biomechanics/Kinesiology, Exercise Science, a full year of human anatomy and physiology, and an introductory psychology course.


Proposed Change for Criteria for Admit: 


1.	Eliminate use of GRE scores as criteria for admittance








For the past five years, GRE scores have not been a good indicator of success in the Athletic Training Education Program. Rather, students with a high grade point average in, and of itself, have been the greatest indicator of success. Therefore, I am asking that GRE testing not be required of students applying into the ATEP if their grade point average is 3.0 or higher. For students under a 3.0 gpa, GRE scores will still be required.
