Proposed description


This course provides students with opportunities to better develop the tools needed for scholarly graduate-level research and writing, including critical thinking, analysis and   writing.  There will be an emphasis on criminal justice research-based writing, e.g., conducting a literature review, evaluating claims, and planning and drafting papers. This course will also address appropriate documentation and citation methodologies; the utilization of library resources, print and electronic data sources, legal research and computer use. Methods for writing a successful Master’s thesis will also be incorporated.





Because this is a required course, the number of credits to complete the M.S. degree program will increase from 31 credits to 33 credits and the Joint B.S./M.S. degree will increase from 151 credits to 153 credits.  











This course is designed to train students to think critically and to write critically.  Many students come into the graduate program deficient in those skills so that one credit is not enough time to significantly improve their skills.  Without the improvement in critical thinking and writing skills, many students have difficulty successfully finishing the program.  The course will begin with exercises that frame critical thinking and analysis.  Students will then conduct research leading to the development of a research idea and a research question.  
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
