Proposal for a Three-Credit Honors Section of a 100-200 Level Course

to be taught Fall 2008
Any Core course, as well as any 100-200 level course of which multiple sections are taught, may be offered as an Honors Course with the approval of the Honors Committee, Director and Assistant Director, and appropriate Dean.  Honors Courses are capped at 15 and are intended to be more challenging and more participatory than regular sections, and you are encouraged to use them to experiment with innovative material, methods, or pedagogy.  They should emphasize, where appropriate, developing the following student skills and knowledge:
· Clarity of writing;

· Oral and written argument;

· Critical reading and writing;

· Ability to identify and define research questions within the discipline;

· Ability to locate and analyze evidence, qualitatively and quantitatively;

· Familiarity with citation methods of the discipline.

Faculty teaching Honors courses are expected to participate in the Honors community by 

helping disseminate information about Honors Program events and attending the Honors Dinner.

Faculty interested in offering an Honors course must provide ALL of the following information by November 2nd. Incomplete applications will not be reviewed.
