Proposal for a Freshman or Sophomore Honors Colloquium 

to be taught Fall 2008
Freshman and Sophomore Honors colloquia carry one faculty credit and one undergraduate credit, meet once a week for 50 minutes, and culminate in a paper or project which provides part of the basis for the grade. Honors colloquia can complement an existing three-credit course or stand on their own, and the choice of topics is entirely up to the instructor.  The minimum enrollment is two and the maximum is twelve.  Students enrolling in a colloquium for which a complementary course is prescribed must either (a) be concurrently enrolled in the complementary course or (b) have received in some previous semester a grade of A or B in the course which the colloquium complements.  Course numbers for Fall are 135 (Freshman Honors Colloquium) and 286 (Sophomore Honors Colloquium).  While there is in formal terms no distinction between Freshmen and Sophomore Colloquia, generally Freshmen Colloquia have no prerequisites, while Sophomore Colloquia may require an introductory course in the discipline.

Faculty interested in offering an Honors Colloquium must provide ALL of the following information by November 2nd. Incomplete applications will not be reviewed.
