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Topic:  Researching & presenting information on a Spanish-speaking country 

Grade level: 5th Grade
Description
This is a collaborative project designed by the Technology teacher and the Library teacher. All students in this class are studying Spanish. Each student was assigned a Spanish-speaking country to research during six sessions of their Library class. Then, during their five sessions in Technology class, they created PowerPoint presentations using their research. This lesson is the students’ last session in Technology class.
Goals: Aims/Outcomes of the Project
· World Language
· To learn general information about their country, e.g. geography, population

· Library
· To begin to conduct research, e.g. selecting sources, taking notes.

· Technology

· Evaluate a Website

· Create, edit, and save a multimedia (PowerPoint) presentation

· Download and save images from the Web

· Use Excel to create a chart

Objectives of this lesson
· To complete work on student presentations. Each one should contain 6 slides with specific data on each slide.

· To review how to use custom animations and slide transitions

· Students who are ready will add include animations/transitions.

Instructional materials

Slide handouts, students research packets, interactive whiteboard, lcd projector, desktop computers, PowerPoint, Firefox, Excel

Procedures/Methods 
· Teacher informs class of today’s tasks: Check slides for completion. Review animation. Students begin. ( 2 minutes)
· Teacher shows class how to check slides for completion against “slide requirement handout.” (3 minutes)

· Students check slides for completion. (5 minutes)

· Teacher reviews how to use transitions and animations. (10 minutes)

· Students complete slides and/or insert transition and animations. Teacher circulates. 
(20 minutes)

· Lesson review and dismissal by rows. (5 minutes)
Accommodations (Differentiated Instruction)

· In addition to spoken instruction, visual and kinesthetic learners will be served by using digital content on the interactive whiteboard as well as students using their own computers.

· Since this is the last session to finish the project, students will be at different stages of completion. Some will need to complete items taught in earlier classes, while others will be ready to add animation and slide transitions. I will circulate and help students as necessary.
Evaluation
Students will present their products to their classmates during their next Library class (the following week). Students will also present their products during the International Banquet in the spring. The assessment tool to be used is the “slide handout” mentioned above under Instructional Materials.
