Tuesday, October 9, 2007

3:00 p.m. Moakley 300
1. Introductions – new members

New members John Kucich from the Department of English, Sydne Martins from the Dean’s office and Tom Brady from SEPP were introduced to existing CPAC members

2. April minutes – minutes from April were approved as issued.  Since the May meeting at the Fireside was more of an end of the year social no minutes were taken.
3. 07-08 charge – Dean Bradfield
Dean Bradfield reiterated the importance of the work of CPAC.  Quality clinical practice is critical to our mission.  An ongoing comprehensive assessment plan is no longer an option.  This year it will be important for us to look at our survey instruments and conduct an item analysis.  Are questions still valid?
4. Review of Summer Initiatives
Mary Ann explained some of the CPAC initiatives that took place over the summer.  We held a mini conference for supervising teachers and faculty supervisors on August 21 – there was an almost 50-50 split between participants.  Mary Ann shared the evaluation analysis CPACC members.  Both teachers and faculty found the department specific session in the afternoon to be the most valuable part of the day.  
Karen Pagnano Richardson and John Kucich talked about the New Teacher Academy that was held at the end of August.  The program, original referred to as “Summer Start”, is part of the TNE mini-grant initiatives from Boston College.  This program was provided to BSC alums who obtained teaching jobs.  There will be follow-up sessions  There is a concern about the lack of alums returning for follow-up sessions – does this conflict with school induction programs?
5. Special Education Practicum Placement Discussion – Ken & Mary Ann
Ken Dobush and Mary Ann explained some of the problems that the BSC field placement office has had in terms of finding appropriate placements for our moderate disabilities candidates.  Currently, candidates need to do an inclusion setting as well as a substantially separate placement.  We’re having trouble finding separate placements for moderate students – many systems use inclusion for all students with moderate disabilities.  A discussion was held about the various special education models in place in the school of CPAC members.  There are clearly many types of models: Team Teaching, pull-out, substantially separate.  READ 180, a scholastic computer literacy program at the Davis school, was highlighted as a good opportunity for BSC special education candidates.  South Eastern Regional VTHS uses “content specialists” the special education teachers helps the content specialists modify his/her instruction according to IEPs.
6. Supervising Practitioner Survey – Fall 07 – CF & ST in spring?
Mary Ann will send supervising practitioner survey to CPAC members after today’s meeting.  We need to trim down the questions to make the survey more user friendly.  This will be a project for November.
7. PDS Initiative – MA PDS Network resurrection
Mary Ann shared with the group that she will be attending a meeting to resurrect the MA Professional Development Schools Network at Lesley College on Thursday.  The hope is to gain some ideas from the successes of other PDFS for use at the Davis.
8. New Initiatives – Phyllis would like to see some work on the development of a PPA for administrators – we can put this on our “to do” list for 07-08.
