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1. Introduction of new member(s)*

2. Schedule meetings for the spring semester
Tuesday afternoons seem to continue to work the best for everyone (inc. Luci via phone).  Kelly will find out which Tuesdays CCAG is meeting so we can try and schedule our monthly meetings around them.  Also, Phyllis will check with Dr. Eyemaro on her spring department meeting schedule – she would prefer to have the CPAC meetings on the same day to consolidate trips to campus..
3. Update on student teaching/clinical faculty surveys
Mary Ann distributed the draft of the executive summary of the student teacher survey electronically.  Extra copies were distributed to new members and those who did not have them.  We should have the final version with the student comments at our next meeting.  Members discussed some of the patters found in the survey results.  Most candidates felt they had a positive impact on student learning.  We need to do a better job of promulgating and disseminating the conceptual framework.  We also need to devise a means to ensure that school systems group students in schools whenever possible.
The Clinical faculty survey closed on Friday.  We’ll have the summary in January.  Eventually the goal is to have a comparison report on the results of all 4 surveys to develop our clinical practice improvement plan.
4. Update on forums with field placement liaisons (12/5, 12/8)
Mary Ann and Kelly updated the group about the two breakfasts held with our K-12 field placement liaisons.  Kelly told the group about the new course “Supervision in Action” being offered through a mini grant from the Boston College Teach for a new Era initiative.  Mary Ann will send out the course flyer.  This course could be the start of the CPAC initiative to develop a cohort of trained mentors to work with our student teachers.  Training is transferable to working with new inservice teachers.
We also discussed the benefit of clustering student teachers in one building and how we can do a better job of communicating this to our K-12 partners.
