1. Welcome Mary Gleghorn

Mary introduced herself and shared information about her school, Hayden-McFadden in New Bedford, and about her personal career path.

2. February Minutes
February minutes were approved with the following amendments: 1. Phyllis was working in a multi-university PDS in Watertown – she was not a principal in Cambridge as indicated in the minutes. 2. Section 4 – bullet 2. Should read “rely inconsistently on program supervisors”
3. April 8, 2008 Supervising Practitioner Event
SEAS will hold a dinner meeting specifically geared to the needs of new supervising practitioners (folks that haven’t attended previous trainings).  Since the event is the same date as our next CPAC meeting – April 8, 2008 – we would like members of CPAC to join us for dinner following our meeting if available.  Dinner will be held in the new Dunn Conference room located in Crimson Hall.  This will provide an opportunity for new supervising teachers to meet members of CPAC and learn about the work of this group in shaping the BSC field placement program.  Mary Ann will send out the formal invitation with the March minutes.
4. PDS Liaison Job Description Review
Mary Ann distributed a draft of a PDS liaison job description developed by the TNE group (BJ, John Kucich, Karen Richardson, Martina Arndt) and Mary Ann.  CPAC discussed the role of the PDS liaison as well as some other possible roles as the BSC PDS initiative grows: steering cmte., teacher leaders/liaisons.  The job description will be included as part of the 09 budgeting process.  Mary Ann will also solicit models at NAPDS conference in Orlando in April.
5. Review draft of student teaching survey
Mary Ann distributed draft of revised student teaching survey.  Time ran short at the February meeting so Mary Ann agreed to work on melding revised supervising practitioner survey with student teaching survey from 2006.  A couple of punctuation errors were noted and question 30 was amended.  CPAC agreed to an electronic rollout of this survey following April school vacation.  Mary Ann will revise survey based upon CPAC recommendations and send to OIRA.
6. PPA Description in Handbooks – 
Tom Brady asked in February that CPAC take a look at how the PPA roles, procedures, etc. is communicated at next meeting.  Discussion was mostly tabled until meeting when Tom could be present – however, Phyllis did describe some PPA related issues that she has seen pop-up at her Reflective Practitioner course relating to PPA and departmental portfolio requirements.
7. Triangulation of school administration practicum findings
Phyllis shared the results of her survey initiative for the educational leadership program – she noted that communication is an issue – there are no handbooks or web-based sources to pull various documents together.  CPPAC suggested that this might be a good release time project for a faculty member.
Other: CPAC discussed some of the shortcomings of BSC student teachers based upon experiences in schools – classroom management is definitely a problem – although, many agreed that this is hard to “teach” in the college classroom – must be dealt with through experience.  Also, differentiated instruction (especially in reading) is weak – students would benefit in having more experiences in reading first schools and other schools who have had success with improving reading scores.  As PDS initiative grows – we need to focus on these types of experiences/schools.
