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I. Progress on Clinical Practice Survey
review Surveys received
The group reviewed the 71 surveys received to date and looked at the comments provided by the supervising practitioners.  Mike Young asked that the surveys be kept until the deadline of May 5th and then submitted in a bundle for scanning and analysis.  Mary Ann will send the results to the committee when received.  We will look at the survey in May to determine what questions worked and which need to be revised in order to get accurate data.  We can survey students in October during the licensure meeting.
II. Development of a PPA Rubric 
Mary Ann relayed the request form Dean Bradfield for the Clinical Practice Committee to consider the development of a rubric to be used with the PPA.  A PPA rubric developed by Lorne Ranstrom and Linda Delano was distributed to the group. The group discussed the sample rubric and the rating scale currently used with the PPA.  Kelly had mentioned the existence of a document aligning the MA Professional Standards and the elementary education SPA (ACEI) standards.  It seems important for the SPA coordinators to align their SPA standard with the MA Professional Teaching Standards in order to use the PPA as one of their required assessments.  Karen Pagnano is looking into this for NASPE.  Kelly will try to find the document and bring it to our next meeting.  We will continue to work on the creation of a PPA rubric at our next meeting.


III. Use of Form C: Mid-term only?  New Form C?
Mary Ann distributed a copy of a PPA mid-term used by Springfield College.  The group felt that this tool might be useful for BSC students.  The group discussed the various way the PPA is used now by their students – more formative feedback (perhaps through this new form_ would be helpful in assessing students progress.
