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The Committee considered the request from Kelly Donnell to meet the second Tuesday of the month instead of the third as these meetings conflict with the Campus Climate Action Group.  This request would affect the October and November meeting – December is already scheduled for the second Tuesday.  Members did not see a problem – Mary Ann will look at room availability and get back to the group.


1. Review list of additional goals from Dean Bradfield and NCATE steering cmte.
Mary Ann listed several items from the NCATE Steering cmte. and Dean Bradfield that the Clinical Practice Advisory Council is asked to address over the next academic year:

a. Review and provide feedback regarding the SEAS Conceptual Framework, Vision Statement and Goals

b. Create generic outcomes for Prepractica field experiences (before student teaching)

c. Consider the creation of a Program Supervisor Handbook for supervising faculty – or consider expanding the audience addressed by the existing Guidelines for Supervising Practitioners to include faculty

d. Create a formal plan to address student “at risk” in field experience

e. Continue to work with the PPA rubric and rating scale

f. Continue collecting evidence of BSC progress at meeting the Clinical Practice Standard (e.g. survey work)

g. Create a plan for the use of data that is collected

h. Consider the creation of Professional Development Schools for BSC

i. Work with schools to develop a Mentoring/Induction program for our completers

We have our work cut out for us this year!

2. PPA Status – Supervising faculty and student teachers were asked to pilot the draft PPA rubric in the field this semester – the group will continue to monitor the use of the PPA and review any feedback received over the semester.


3. Survey work:

a. Review survey data from supervising practitioner survey – spring 2005
Mary Ann passed around the master copy of report from spring 05 supervising practitioner survey – Council members were asked to note the comments section – this information was particularly helpful – especially the section relating to our candidates impact on student learning.
b. Review draft of Student Teacher Survey

Mike Young explained the limitations in terms of how biographical data can be broken down under the BSC IRB (Institutional Review Board) policies.  Mike’s office was able to submit a protocol for review by the IRB that will cover all of the surveys that we use to collect data to assist in the NCATE continuing accreditation process.
The Group discussed the best timing in terms of launching the student teacher survey – the end of October, beginning of November seemed the best time in terms of making sure that students have been in the field long enough to respond to the survey prompts.
The group reviewed the draft of the student teacher survey line by line (This took over an hour) – using the on-line version accessed via Zoomerang.  Several changes were made.  The group also used the feedback submitted electronically by Luci as she could not be present at the meeting.  Mike Young and Mary Ann took notes.  Mary Ann will contact Cathy Turrentine regarding requested changes.  Time was short – so Members were asked to review the final section of the survey regarding candidates’ dispositions and submit feedback to Mary Ann electronically.

4. Conceptual Framework – No time to formally review Conceptual Framework – but a copy was distributed to the group.  We will revisit this at our next meeting.
