1. Review of April 11 minutes
Minutes were reviewed by CPAC – no changes were made.
2. Update on NCATE continuing accreditation process – site visit timeline
SEAS is still waiting for results of program reports sent to SPAs Feb. 1, 2006.  
3. Supervising Practitioners Survey – round two
The School of Education and Allied Studies sent out approximately 200 supervising practitioner surveys the last week of April.  Teachers were asked to return the surveys by May 19.  The same survey format was sued in spring 2005.
4. Ed leadership survey
The group addressed Cathy’s Turrentine’s question regarding some language changes between the survey for clinical faculty in the student teaching program vs. the newly developed survey for clinical faculty in the educational leadership program.  This survey is scheduled for launching in the fall 2006.
5. Review of Accomplishments to date
The group reviewed a list of CPAC accomplishments (since Dec. 2004) that Mary Ann prepared for the NCATE steering cmte.  A copy of the list of accomplishments was given to each CPAC member for their professional development file.
6.  “At-Risk Practicum Report” form
