Louis Carmel Stearns Scholarship Award Application


The Louis Carmel Stearns Scholarship is presented annually in memory of Louis Carmel Stearns by his daughter, Mrs. Miriam Stearns Houghton.  Professor Stearns, curator of the university gardens and greenhouse beside what is now the Conant Science and Mathematics Center, introduced the course, Gardening I, into the Normal School Curriculum around 1908.  This was the first biology course on what is now the Bridgewater State University campus. 

Undergraduate Biology majors are eligible to apply for this award after the completion of six biology courses that count toward their biology major.  Graduate students may apply after they have completed two 500-level courses from the biology core.  The awarding of the scholarship will be based upon overall academic excellence; demonstrated interest, effort and perseverance in the field of biology; and financial need.
