Set up a meeting with the Office of International Programs to talk about your study abroad
ideas. Before the meeting, do some web research about your study abroad options at
www.bridgew.edu/international.

Get the application form for the specific program you want to go on and be sure to submit it by
the program’s deadline. For example, if you are going to study abroad in Spain with a
study abroad organization, be sure to submit their application to them. Program
applications are usually available on their web pages. Give a copy of your completed program
application to the Office of International Programs at BSC before you mail the original.

Fill out the attached BSC Study Abroad Application Form and submit it to the Office of
International Programs in the Maxwell Library, Room 100B after you have been accepted into a
program (you must attach a copy of your acceptance letter with this application). A $300 Study
Away Administrative Fee will be put on your BSC bill. If you withdraw from the study abroad
program (before departure from the USA) for any reason the $300 will be refunded.

Deadlines: Apply now. It is best to begin the process early. If possible, this Application Form
should be submitted by mid-March for summer study, fall semester, and academic year
programs or by mid-October for spring semester programs. Applications submitted after these
dates will be accepted, though placement options may be limited.

Apply for a passport if you do not have one or if it is ready to expire. Passports must be valid for
at least 6 months after your expected date of return to the USA. Passport applications and
information are available in the Office of International Programs.

Be sure to meet with a representative of the Office of International Programs and get a checklist
and other important forms as soon as possible after submitting this application. A group
orientation is held before departure.
