There is still some interest in re-aligning to focus some groups on health 

and wellness.  We propose to have a conversation about a health focus cluster including MAHPLS, Counselor Education, Social Work, and 


Communication Disorders.

The “Education preparation” programs, including Ed Leadership, might


want to have a conversation about synergy and focus.

School of Business



Other schools of business often include CIS/MIS programs – it might 



sense for our school to invite a conversation about whether any of


the computer science faculty has a business focus. Another option would be to add a CIS/MIS focus by hiring new faculty within the School of Business.  

Economics currently does not have a managerial focus but may try to 


develop one; on the other hand, they may be interested in joining Arts and Sciences.
