Coordinators’ Report
a.
Reading Group:  H. Vandenburgh solicited suggestions for a book for the reading group for spring.  He spoke with A. Harris and agreed to look into a book on diversity for the fall 2008 reading group.

Committee Reports:

FLRG Fall 2007 Results:  C. Womack announced there were 12 proposals, with 14 individuals seeking funding.  The committee met and reviewed all proposals and voted to fund four for a total of $33,096.80.  Three of the proposals not accepted did not meet the criteria for page limitation outlined in the guidelines.

Other Business:  
a.
FLRG Policy Discussion:  Board members discussed possible changes to the FLRG Guidelines.  Proposals included restricting the number of FLRG awards to two in three years; or, not receiving FLRG’s in two consecutive years.  Other suggested requirements were that all first-time FLRG applicants attend a workshop or meet in person with a CART research fellow, coordinator or member of the FLRG committee.  For all resubmissions to be considered, the applicant would be required to meet in person with a CART coordinator or research fellow to talk about suggested revisions.   Members expressed concern that applicants would interpret this to mean their proposals would be accepted.  It was stressed that all decisions are voted on by the full FLRG committee.  

S. Nelson proposed the following:  Starting Fall 2008, ALL first time FLRG applicants are strongly urged to attend one FLRG or OGSP workshop and in a reasonably timely fashion prior to the CART grant deadline submit to and review the application draft with a CART research fellow, coordinator or member of the FRLG committee. 

All present agreed to continue discussion on the proposals as submitted at the January meeting.
