Coordinators’ Report

a.
CART Summer Grant Funding Level Update:  C. Womack informed the board the stipend for a Summer Grant must remain at $3,100.  The administration wants to keep the amount on parity with the Professional Development Grants.  The stipend is in lieu of teaching one summer course and is not in line with the current DGCE salary scale, which will increase by three percent in spring 2007.  
Discussion: Board members would like to see the grant dollar amount in line with the stipend for course release; would consider recommending removing the course release criterion entirely; would consider tying the amount to a four-credit course release for sciences;  would like to lobby administration for additional funding; feel very strongly compensation should be in line with what faculty are being asked to do; believe the amount should be in line with university scales;  need to address for librarians; would consider increasing the dollar amount of CART Summer Grants from $3,100 to equal a three-credit, one-course summer stipend; and would like C. Womack and H. Vandenburgh to look at the numbers and submit a written request for an increase to the administration.  

Motion made by T. Kling and Seconded by F. Ferreira that the CART Advisory Board permanently remove any reference to having a one course semester reduction in any CART grant.
