FLRG Fall Grants – Robert Cicerone:  FLRG subcommittee met November 29th, reviewed a total of 10 proposals one of which was a joint proposal.  Six were funded for a total of $50,942.  Five of the six were from faculty members in the School of Arts and Science, and the one joint proposal was from faculty in the School of Education and Allied Studies.
