2) 
All applicants for FLRG are required either to attend a FLRG application workshop or talk with a coordinator or research fellow by at least two weeks before the FLRG submission deadline. 

3)
 All FIRST-TIME applicants for FLRG are required either to attend a FLRG application workshop or talk with a coordinator or research fellow at least two weeks before the FLRG submission deadline.

4) 
Every BSC faculty member or librarian is eligible to receive at most TWO FLRGs in any three-year period.  

5) 
No BSC faculty member or librarian is eligible to receive two FLRGs in two consecutive academic years, i.e. Every BSC faculty member or librarian is eligible to receive a FLRG at most every other academic year.
