a.
Faculty Colloquia

C. Womack announced two additional fall colloquia:  1.) Call for Director of Teaching and Learning
H. Vandenburgh reported that while this  position is administrative in nature, the committee hopes to hire someone who has taught and published as faculty.  The position will be overseen by the Advisory Board.  To date there have been very few internal applicants.  
E. Spievak expressed concern that the job description was intimidating and that she interpreted it to say “faculty need not apply.”  

C. Womack assured members that the committee is looking for a faculty person, someone at the associate level or higher who actively publishes.

Small Grants
C. Womack reported there were four applications, three were funded for a total of $6000.  The grant is undersubscribed.  The committee will take a close look at the grant structure and make recommendations for change to increase the interest in the grant.

Grant Policy Discussion

Members discussed the pros and cons of instituting restrictions on the number of grants an individual could receive within a given time period.   After lengthy discussion a 
Motion to end discussion was made by T. Lorenzen and Seconded by E. Spievak.

Discussion:  S. Nelson expressed concern this would penalize top grant applicants.  T. Kling felt there is a need to let supply demand.

Motion made by S. Nelson and Seconded by B. St. Laurent to table further discussion and recommendations until the next board meeting.

Discussion:  The board agreed that the coordinators would solicit specific recommendations on FLRG restriction to be discussed at the next meeting.
