Travel Grant Guidelines Update:  C. Womack informed board members that CART is keeping track of all aspects of the financial end of Travel Grants, including level of funding by administration, dollar amounts requested from CART by applicants, and total budgets of applications.   Areas to review are:  should there be a different dollar amount awarded for domestic versus international travel; can a faculty member split the full dollar amount for more than one trip; can professional development seminars/workshops be funded (C. Womack will clarify this point with Dr. Ronald Pitt); should a faculty survey be conducted to determine need.  The committee will use the same criteria for determining eligibility for spring 2007 awards as used for fall 2006 awards.  The Travel Grant Committee will meet prior to the end of the current semester.  The full board will address all aspect of concern at the February Retreat.
