3.  CART Working Papers Proposal – Hank Vandenburgh  

Faculty and librarians would post their abstracts on a web page that would be accessible to anyone both on and off campus.  Faculty members could post papers which could be reviewed by a jury, when the paper is ready only the abstract would be posted.  Faculty would have complete control of posting.  It was not clear whether it would count as part of tenure process.  It would be prestigious for the college.  Faculty and librarians may or may not be able to submit same article to other journals, depending on individual journal rules.  After lengthy discussion and several questions, the following motion was offered:

4.  Discussion of CART concerns with Ron Pitt

R. Pitt informed the board that faculty has concerns about how open and representative CART is with respect to the types of research that are done on campus; there is not a clear understanding of what type of scholarship go on in each field.  There are also worries with the forms and how they mesh with joint projects and students involvement.  He stressed the concerns are not a reflection on the coordinators or the board, but have been ongoing for several years and are a result of an increased demand on  services, funding, salary problems, and tenure.  
Input from board members:  

· Explore different types of grant possibilities, perhaps joining with ATP, and develop new programs to address the changing needs of the College.

· Feedback to those who do not receive an award needs to be more detailed and the overall tone of the letter should be reviewed.

· The Board is sensitive to the needs of the faculty and takes very seriously the review and awarding of grants.

· The Board needs the support of the administration, especially when concerns are expressed by faculty.

· There is a need to review and to add/change criteria and to do a better job of setting up meetings to go over guidelines and what it entails and the details.

· Difficulty of identifying different models of research within departments and schools.

· Difference between quantitative and qualitative research

R. Pitt assured the Board that the Administration has a total commitment to CART.  It is a faculty led, faculty run institution, and they are open to suggestion as to how they can help.  

5. Librarians and CART:  Progress Report – Pamela Hayes- Bohanan:   Group focused on service, research types of grants, equipment and software, and the kinds of teaching and research here at BSC.  A final paper will be presented at the next advisory board meeting.
