Faculty Reading Group:  C. Womack has formed a Book Study Group.  Eleven faculty signed up to participate.  CART purchased the book “Why Intelligent Design Fails: A Scientific Critique of the New Creationism” edited by Matt Young and Taner Edis. C. Womack would like to form another group next semester and is looking for book title suggestions.  She will include the cost of running the groups as a new initiative in the FY07 CART budget request.  It was suggested that it be coordinated with other book groups on campus.

Course Development Grants: A New Direction:  A. from his/her department prior to applying for CART funds.  Policy and amounts awarded vary from department to department.  The overall dollar amount provided by the department does not significantly impact the bottom line for CART.
