Coordinators’ Report

a.
Travel Limitations/Budget Reduction
H. Vandenburgh informed the board he and S. Young have been in communication with
Dr. Howard London and Dr. Anna Bradfield regarding a potential shortfall in the travel grant budget.  The number of requests for fall 2008 was 25% higher than fall 2007.  Should the spring 2009 request increase proportionately, they anticipate a shortfall between $40 and $44 thousand dollars.  A FY09 budget request of $180,000, based on a projected 12% increase over FY08, was underfunded as it was only funded at $165,000.  They have requested additional funding to cover the projected shortfall and are awaiting a decision.  Should additional funding not be available, options would include decreasing the amount awarded to active contributors by CART from $1240 to $1000 and ask the deans and provost to fund remaining $240; to ask the deans and provost to fund attendees for this year.  Thirty-five of the fifty-seven applicants have already traveled.  
Members of the board expressed concern for faculty member who have already traveled; for the message this would send to other institutions about BSC’s commitment to faculty work; the potential impact on recruitment, reappointment, promotion and tenure.  

H. Vandenburgh and S. Young will keep the board informed.

Good News:  Should We Eliminate?
Members discussed the merit of keeping the “Good News” portion of the meeting.  Some felt it takes up too much time; is not germane to CART’s function; and is not inclusive of all faculty. Others felt the sharing of accomplishments is worth the time.
