· K. Kirby shared that the number of grant applications submitted by BSC faculty and staff through the Office of Grants and Sponsored Projects increased by 40% in 2008-2009.

· B. St. Laurent shared that was she elected chairperson for the Art department.  She was Senior NEH Fellow at the American Center of Oriental Research (ACOR) in Amman Jordan, May 2-August 31.  She gave the following lectures:  at the William Foxwell Albright Institute in Jerusalem on May 27th and at ACOR on July 14th, Dome of the Rock:  Heritage at Risk; at the Palestine Academic Society for the Study of International Affairs (PASSIA) in Jerusalem on August 13th, Politics and Restorations:  Dome of the Rock; at the “Conference on Jerusalem” Ministry of Culture of Jordan Royal Cultural Center in Amman Jordon, October 4-8, Qashani Tiles.  Dome of the Rock Heritage at Risk.  She was also a project consultant between the Jordan Museum and the Islamic Museum at the Haram al-Sharif Jerusalem.

· S. Young shared that he presented a lecture-recital on the organ sonatas of Henry M. Dunham, the focus of his FLRG, at the Conference on 19th Century music held at the University of Kansas this past July.

Coordinators’ Report
a.
Committee Appointments

H. Vandenburgh explained the commitment required for each of the five committees and asked 
members to fill out the form indicating preference to serve and availability for meetings.
b.
Small Grant:  Should/can it be used to provide course release for writing an external grant?
S. Young informed the board that the coordinators met with Dr. London and Dr. Kirby during the  

summer to discuss the feasibility of using a portion of the Small Grant funds to assist faculty and 

librarians with writing external grants.  He suggested if this were to be approved, that it be limited

to three grants at $3,100 each for a total of $9,300.  
Board Feedback:

· would need to define and agree on criteria,
· would need to determine how to evaluate which proposal would qualify,
· this would be for a course release – not funds,

· not all proposals would need the amount of time provided by a course release,
· it is a good idea, but funding should come from administration,
· CART would administer grants – it has experience in vetting and fairness  in determining who receives a grant.
Motion made by S. Nelson and seconded by C. Mattocks that the coordinators return to the 
Provost with the request that the Provost provide funds for the grant preparation; and that CART will pilot the program if given funding.

Defining the “T” in CART
S. Young introduced the topic indicating a need to discuss defining the “T” in CART and the “T” in OTL, where they overlap and where they are separate.  Is the “T” in CART teaching in the classroom, and is the “T” in OTL pedagogy? 

Board Discussion:

· there a need for new models for content and delivery,
· teaching and technology could be a place for collaboration, where different strengths come together,
· CART supports research related to teaching,
· bring in outside speakers in the areas of teaching and research,
· conduct workshop on collaborative teaching,
· be cautious of “cross-fertilization” and of becoming too defined and divided,
· need to equalize resources for research and for teaching,
· is there a need for learning about pedagogy, 

· need for a multiple formats,
· need for proof of concepts,
· research can inform teaching, bring research to class assignment and use data as an example for methods.  Students like to see what faculty are working on.

S. Young is looking to hold a Scholarship day in February highlighting faculty/student collaborative research.  

A. Brunjes stated she likes the overlap, that we need to clarify what the relationship is for the future and that there should be continued talking and exploration.

The reading group will meet four times during the fall semester to discuss Three Cups of Tea by Greg Mortenson and David Relin.
