3. Coordinators’ Report

a. CART Grant Forms – updates:  C. Womack reported grant forms have been  

streamlined for ease of use.  Changes will be presented for review to individual grant committees.

b. CART Space Renovations:  A. Holman reported Moakley 215 and 217 are now 
classrooms.  CART space is Moakley 219 (Administrative Assistant), Moakley 221 (old Tech Room), and Moakley 226 (new coordinator’s office.)    New tables, chairs, etc., have been ordered for 221 and renovations are scheduled for November.  
c. CART Calendar of Events:  A. Holman requested members send any 
information regarding upcoming events to Carolyn for posting on the CART web page.

d. Celebration Follow-up:  Problems identified:  attendance dropped from previous 
years, scheduling conflicts, conflict with moderators for various events, need for more planning sessions, conflict with other events on campus.  Suggestions:  Look for best time of year to hold celebration; extend invitation outside campus to other colleges; identify themes; and require those who receive CART grants to participate in the Celebration.
4. Committee Assignment Forms:  Forms were distributed, members were asked to 
    volunteer for grant and program committees, listing choices by preference.  A. 
    Holman and C. Womack will review choices, assign members and notify individuals.
5. Librarians and CART:  Progress Report – Pamela Hayes- Bohanan
    P. Hayes-Bohanan’s and C. Brown’s research for the CART-commissioned report on  

    librarians and CART services progresses well.  Librarians do not feel that CART 
    currently serves their needs very well.  Their schedules are different than those of   

    faculty members and they cannot compete for summer grants. Short periods of  

    release time are not sufficient to complete a project.  The complete written report will 
    be available “in the fullness of time.”
6. CART Summer Stipends – Letter from Kevin Curry.  A letter from Dr. Kevin Curry 
    was distributed.  Dr. Curry expressed his gratitude to CART for awarding him a 
    Faculty Librarian Research Grant.  He would encourage an increase in the stipend  

    for summer grant awards. The dollar amount is less for faculty ($3000) than for ATP 
    summer stipends ($3250).  Letter entered into record.  Some discussion was held.    

    The FLRG committee has been charged with further discussion of this matter and 
    will report back to the whole Advisory Board.
7. Cart Faculty Fellows Reports

John Marvelle:  Will be holding workshops to help people reflect on and improve classroom teaching, review development of syllabi and classroom instruction.  He would like to bring Roger Johnson to campus to conduct a cooperative Learning workshop.  He encourages people to contact him if they need help or are looking for new ideas, etc.  
Hank Vandenburgh:  Ran NVIVO workshop last semester; is conducting three 3-hour workshops this week; runs Wednesday brown bags workshops; ran faculty writing workshop during summer, is marketing his services to Visiting Lecturers and full-time faculty members alike; he consults on research, reading and design.
8. Other Business 

Amos Nwosu reported that the Bridgewater Review ran an article on his activities.  Credit is due to CART.  CART needs to promote its activities.
