Diversity in Prepractica and Practica Placements


The School of Education and Allied Studies at Bridgewater State College is committed to ensuring that all of our teacher education candidates are truly able to teach ALL children.  Therefore, the college requires that candidates diversify their choice of prepractica and practica field sites.  It’s expected that you will be able to document field experience in urban settings (e.g. Brockton, New Bedford, Taunton) as well as suburban settings.  Your field experience should provide you with an opportunity to work with students from diverse ethnic, racial, social and linguistic  backgrounds as well as students with disabilities.  All candidates must document at least one “diverse” prepractica setting as part of their application for student teaching (practicum).  Your description and verification of your diverse placement will assist the field placement office in determining your placement for the final practicum experience.
