Criminal Offender Record Information (CORI):  As you know, the school systems are required to run CORI checks on all adults before they can work with students in their schools.  As stated on the practicum application, an unsatisfactory CORI report is a reason for refusal of placement by the Office of Field Experience and School District.  If you have any reason to believe that you may have an entry on your CORI, we strongly recommend you request a CORI at this website: http://www.mass.gov/chsb/ . 

MTEL Information:  The last MTEL administration date offered for students planning to participate in a practicum during the Fall or Spring semester is May for Fall and November for Spring.  Registration bulletins may be obtained from National Evaluation Systems, Inc. by calling (413) 256-2892 or at www.mass.edu/mtel and www.mtel.nesinc.com.

When information is available, the site will provide applicants with information regarding their eligibility and placement.  Data is posted and updated on the website on a continuing basis.  A practicum calendar (Fall or Spring) with important dates will also be posted.   

Practicum Criteria:  All students must be matriculated and retained in a professional education degree or licensure program. In addition to the rigorous screening process at program admission, candidates also must meet additional criteria and successfully apply and be accepted into their practicum. Candidates seeking to engage in a practicum must provide evidence through their application of meeting the following criteria:
1. Matriculation into an undergraduate arts and sciences degree or post-baccalaureate licensure program (with appropriate undergraduate major/equivalent) and continued good standing in a professional education program.

2. Enrollment in the Professional Education Program.

3. A passing score on the appropriate MTEL( subject matter test (for the license sought).  If you did not have your MTEL score sent to BSC, please attach a copy of your MTEL( subject matter score.

4. Candidates seeking Early Childhood, Elementary and Teacher of Children with Moderate Disabilities MA Initial license are required to pass the MTEL Foundations of Reading in addition to  their MTEL content field. 

5. Successful completion of all prerequisite courses and prepractica field experiences.

6. Early Childhood, Elementary, Moderate/Severe Disabilities, Physical Education, and Health/Family Consumer Science candidates require a 2.8 overall cumulative grade point average.

7. Secondary Education Majors require a 2.8 cumulative grade point average and a 2.8 in their arts & science major.  (Secondary Education Office located in Tinsley Center)

8. Education department chair or program coordinator approval is indicated by signature on the application.

9. Applications (with appropriate signatures) are due in Hart Hall room 124 or in your designated Education Department on February 9th for a Fall semester or September 30th for a Spring  semester
Seeking Employment Criteria:  Only for Special Education Graduate Students and Accelerated Post Baccalaureate Candidates. 

The Field Placement Office will not find a placement for you, but you must turn in your application by the dates stated above in order to be registered for a practicum.   It is your responsibility to notify this office once you have attained employment as the teacher of record in the field you are seeking an initial license as soon as possible.
