MEETING MINUTES

The meeting and dinner were held in Dunn Conference room Crimson Hall 
1. Gael DeIuliis, Student Affairs, opened meeting by introducing Dr. Peggy Smith, Director of the Academic Achievement Center.  Dr. Lee Torda, Director of Undergraduate Research could not attend.  Gael DeIuliis will try and reschedule this presentation.
2. Guest speaker, Dr. Peggy Smith, Director of Academic Achievement Center addressed the meeting regarding the Center’s services

a. Surveyed parents for student population (freshman, sophomore, etc., transfers)
b. There were 1,584 freshmen this year, 215 larger than last year.  They have a full curriculum for students who are undecided in their major.
c. Discussed first year academic advising flow

d. Discussed “Learning Assistance Services”.  There are different areas within this service, i.e., student and research services, math services, communication lab, student tutoring, second language services and disability services.
e. Center open Tuesday and Wednesday until 8:00 p.m.
