MEETING MINUTES

The final meeting of the 2008-2009 academic year was held in the Dunn Room of Crimson Hall.
1. Diane Barletta, Association President welcomed the parents.

2. Minutes of the February meeting had been previously posted online.  They were approved.

3. Annette Slattery, Association Vice-President presented the budget report, as of March 31, 2009:

4. Gael DeIuliis, Student Affairs Event Coordinator spoke regarding the Association scholarship.  The formally thanked the scholarship committee for reviewing 66 applications and narrowing them down to 5 recipients.  There was great parent response and feedback, which was highly valued.  

The Family Orientation committee needs parents to help in June -- in the morning from 7:45 – 9 for meeting and greeting parents of new students, and in the afternoon as lunch hosts, sitting at tables and networking with the parents. 
5. Guest speaker Dr. Lee Torda, Director of the Office of Undergraduate Research (OUR) addressed the parents.  The goal of OUR is to support and expand the role of undergraduate research at BSC.  Students work one on one with a faculty member on a project of the student’s choice.   The department publishes a newsletter “Smart News” as well as a journal “The Undergraduate Review,” which contains material from projects all over campus. Research reports on science, music, and education are included in the current issue.
OUR offers financial help to students doing research:  Semester Grants of $300, Summer Research Grants of up to $250, Travel Grants up to $1,000, Grad. School Application Grant includes a $4,000 stipend for 6 weeks and $500 research budget, and attendance at the National Conference for Educational Resources (NCUR) is fully funded.
Dr. Torda encourages parents to urge their students to get involved in undergraduate research.  OUR will aid students in selecting a topic.  Undergraduate research is useful in obtaining a career. This is a unique opportunity among the state colleges.
