All freshmen and transfer students meet with their assigned   			counselor for support which includes: general interview, initial 			planning, assistance to choose major, organize and complete resume  			and cover letter, assistance to apply and interview for internships, Graduate 		School and networking related to student’s majors and employment.		
b.     Peggy Smith, Academic Achievement Center, explained that the Center is considered home base for first year students. Support services regarding each student include orientation, schedules, registration, undecided major, as well as learning support tutoring and housing for disability students.
c.      Christina McCauley, Student Involvement and Leadership, explained that  leadership programs  encourage community building and involvement.  This is done through students attending events, mentoring, joining and leading clubs.
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
