“Social Desirability Effects and Support for a Female American President” was recently published in the September 21 addition of Public Opinion Quarterly.  As talk about the 2008 presidential election heats up, there is much speculation about whether the United States will elect its first female president; questions about the extent to which the public would support a woman for president have taken on more than hypothetical value.  This article explores the exaggeration in public opinion polls about support for a female president.





“Constituency Population and Representation in the U.S. House.” Is a forthcoming article in American Politics Research.  The U.S. House of Representatives has remained frozen at 435 members for almost a century.  Members of the House on average represent more than 640,000 citizens and that ratio is expected to continue on an upward trajectory if the size of the body remains the same. The study looks at whether citizens in more heavily populated House districts have less access to their representatives and are less likely to approve of their performance.
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Error of opinion may be tolerated where reason is left free to combat it.
