Limited Competition Nomination Procedure
Policy Statement
When a sponsor allows only a limited number of proposals to be submitted from any one institution, the nominating procedure below must be followed.  It is important to note that if Bridgewater State University submits more than the allowable number of proposals in a limited competition program, it is likely that all proposals from BSU will be disqualified.

Procedure

1. Approximately six weeks before the application deadline, OGSP will solicit from all interested individuals letters of intent, not exceed one page, with a project summary.  

2. All letters of intent will be forwarded to the Provost’s Council for review and ranking. 

3. In cases where a nominated person should decide to forego applying, the candidate with the next highest ranking will be nominated.
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
