Your presentations should include

1) Introductions of each member of the group and your group name.

2) Explain your groups’ outlook for energy use, including specific policies you will need to have (items that will not come about without some kind of intervention or policy) and how they will affect our lifestyles.  
3) For any policies you need how are you going to cover the cost?
4) In your future world how is the standard of living?

5) In your future world what are the main sources of energy?
6) In your future world what is the population?

7) What is the minimum and maximum amount of energy per capita you have?
8) Will you drill deep into national wildlife parks to obtain crude oil? (40 billion barrels of crude oil)
9) How much offshore oil drilling will you allow?
10) Will you use high sulfur content coal (101 short tons of the 274 short tons of coal remaining are low sulfur)?
11) How much will you depend on foreign supplies of crude oil and natural gas? Are you willing to go to war for foreign crude oil?
12) How will your group deal with global warming, will you allow an increase in CO2 emissions, maintain current levels or decrease emissions to the 1990 level?
Energy Budget Scoring - Things I will look for on your energy budget report--make sure that you explain each topic in depth.
Did you remain under the limits of natural gas and oil reserves?

Show that you left enough gas and oil to give the next Czar a fighting chance of keeping society running?

Did you ever suffer dips in your year-to-year per capita energy consumption?  If so, why this was done and why is it acceptable?  By how much did you increase or decrease per capita energy consumption by 2040?  What effects might this have had on society?  
Are your increases in new energy sources reasonable?  You must explain how you paid for any energy that showed up in 'cost' column.

If you decreased the amount of energy consumed per person, explain what conservation measures you put into place.  
Discuss the environmental aspects of your energy choices (how much of the US are you going to cover with solar panels or wind generators?).
Did you try to change the rate of population growth?  Explain why you did or why you didn't change the rate of population growth.  If you did affect a change, how did you bring this change about?

Discuss how your society lives and works in your energy future.
